Team reg fee comprises: 

· £60 for insurance and F.A. reg. 

· £35 is a refundable cancellation deposit (as agreed by team captains at meeting on 5th May). This will only be charged if a team gives less than 5 days notice of cancelling a match (to cover pitch and ref costs). It will be refunded at the end of the season providing a team has not cancelled a match at short notice.
Each fixture will cost £35 per team 

Player Registration
All players must complete a player registration form which the captain needs to EMAIL to Dee Murphy (thebristols.wfc@gmail.com) by 10th Sept BEFORE THE 1st GAME (as the info needs to be inputted into full time etc) You can also post the forms to her

Responsibility for making sure all players have filled in the player reg form rests with the captain of each team. Any new players who start playing for the team during the season must complete a players reg form prior to their first game.

Format
Matches to start at 10.15am, playing 25 mins each way.

Each new match to start quarter past the hour so matches play at 10.15am, 11.15am, 12.15noon, 1.15 (if more than 12 teams)
All play finished at by 1.30 or 2.30 (depending on number of teams).
If there is an uneven number of teams in the league then there will be a ‘World 7’ team which any player from any team is able to play in. (there may be a small fee for this to cover pitch costs)
1st and last teams playing help with set up and take down of goals and pitch (*this is a non-profit league run by players for players so everyone needs to pitch in to help ;) last year it worked well when the first and last fixtures were responsible for putting up/down 1 goal each. 
Cancellations

In the event of a cancellation, Captains must inform:

· their opposition captain, 

· the ref Bob; (Vickeryb1@outlook.com/ 07711856472)
· BWFCL via captains ‘whats app’ group 
They may reschedule one match as long as at least one week’s notice has been given. Any other cancelled matches will be an automatic win to the other team (3 points) but please still inform the organizers one week before. 

We ask that one week’s notice of cancellations is given to allow everyone enough notice.
Team Numbers
For this season we are continuing a non-flexible team numbers arrangement. 

Teams play with 7 or as many as they have on the day. No borrowing of players is allowed. (However, you can use a player who is registered to the league but hasn’t yet played for any other team.)

No asking the opposition captain or the league organisers if they will agree to playing a smaller sided match. 
We have agreed this change due to problems with the flexible number arrangement over the last few years. 
On signing the team reg form all teams are agreeing to this policy.

Money

Captains must bring £35 in an envelope with the team name on it. Please give to ref before your match. Captains to then recoup money off team afterwards, but payment must be made before game. (NB some captains have taken money off players for the whole season in advance, i.e £18 per player to cover all matches. If your team wishes to pay for the whole season up front please let us know.

Safety
Bob and Alan the refs has been sent this info from the GFA

The FIFA Laws of the Game state ‘Safety – A player must not use or wear anything that is dangerous to herself or another player (including jewelry).’

As the taping up of rings, piercings or other items of jewelry is no longer allowed, clubs will need to advise players that they cannot take part in matches unless body jewelry is removed before each match. 
As a casual league we will take a sensible approach of: 

Wedding rings and body piercing that cannot be removed must be taped up before the ref arrives. All other jewellery especially earings, bracelets must be removed

Shin pads must be worn


It is the team captain’s responsibility to read all the rules and to forward all rules onto your team players to see. 
Other info

We use FA full time to help us collate the results and stats of the games to help us with the league table results and end of season awards. After each match please can both captains from each team speak with the referees to remind them who scored if any, who assist and please let the opposition team know who you have awarded “player of the match too”. It is really useful and necessary that we collate this information on the FA full time website, the website can be used via phone at the end of the match but we ask all captains to input this information (Result, Goal Scorers, Assists and Opposition Player of the Match) by Sunday the day after the games have been played. (This season we will also set up FA full time reminders for these stats!) Harry will run a session before the league starts to inform all captains on how to use Full Time. 

Please note this is a causal league and we expect all players to have respect for each other and the referees, the refs will get the final decision. Please also note that we very much encourage teams to bring their own supporters along but you are responsible for your supporter’s behavior.
